Advent Lessons and Carols

This service is based on a suggested outline in Book of Occasional Services, with additional material from a service recorded
at King's College, Cambridge. It is suggested for the evening of the First Sunday of Advent, but may be used at any time in the
season. Nine lessons are usually selected, but fewer may be used. Lessons are alternated with carols, hymns, canticles, and
anthems. Two responsories and a dismissal hymn have been appointed in this proper, based on traditional usage. The rest of
the service is given in outline only, because of the wide choice of available music. Each lesson should be read by a different
lector, representing both sexes and all ages. The lesson from Genesis 3 should never be omitted. The lessons may be read without
announcement or conclusion, or in the manner prescribed for the Daily Office, provided that all lectors agree beforehand. A
