In pre-Vatican II Roman use, this was known as the Octave Day of Christmas (it had no other name), and its theme was
the Circumcision of Jesus, the Jewish rite by which he received his Name. There was in addition a Feast of the Holy Name,
with the same theme, kept on the following Sunday, that is to say, on 2, 3, 4, or 5 January, whichever of those days was
Sunday, but if none was, then on 2 January regardless.

Since Vatican II, the Octave Day of Christmas in known in the Roman calendar as the Solemnity of Mary, Mother of
God. This festival has not been adopted by the Anglican Communion.

The 1928 and preceding Prayer Books kept this day as the Feast of the Circumcision. The theme is the same in the 1979
Prayer Book, but with a change of name, probably not out of modesty, but in order to emphasize the religious significance
of the occasion. In a culture where most newborn males are routinely circumcised for alleged hygienic reasons, many
people, unless they are Jewish, fail to grasp the religious significance of the rite.
