Lenten Notes
Lent may begin as early as 4 February or as late as 10 March. The suggested changes in the liturgy during the Lenten season are as follows:

THE GREAT LITANY, Prayer Book, pages 148‑153, may be sung in procession on the First, Second, Third, and Fifth Sundays in Lent. The suggested order is as follows:

1.
The Ministers enter during the singing of the introit as usual.

2.
The Celebrant leads the invocations while kneeling before the altar. The people kneel as well. At the words "Remember not, Lord Christ, our offenses," all rise, and the procession is formed and moves around the church is a counterclockwise direction.

3.
When the procession reaches the head of the nave, all stop in place, and the Litany continues in place until the words "O Christ, hear us." Then the Ministers go to their places.

4.
The Kyrie eleison begins immediately, and is sung in the setting of the Eucharist. The altar may be censed.

5.
The Litany replaces the Prayers of the People. Following the Nicene Creed, the liturgy may continue with a very simple bidding of special intentions, followed immediately by the Confession and Absolution.

GLORIA IN EXCELSIS is omitted during Lent, except on Maundy Thursday, where special directions are given.

THE PRAYER OVER THE PEOPLE (BOS, p. 22‑23; ROE p. 28‑30) may be added before the Blessing. Following the Postcommunion Collect, the Celebrant turns to the people and says, "Let us pray." The Deacon (or Celebrant, if there is no Deacon) says "Bow down before the Lord." The People kneel, and the Celebrant, facing the people and extending both hands over them, says the prayer. It is followed immediately by the short form of blessing and the dismissal.

THE FOURTH SUNDAY IN LENT is known as Refreshment Sunday, Mid‑Lent Sunday, or Mothering Sunday (see the introit). On this Sunday the stern discipline of Lent is relaxed by omitting the Great Litany and changing the liturgical color from violet to rose. Please note that rose does not necessarily mean pink. Some churches use red vestments as rose. Others use an older, somewhat faded violet set. In principle, churches which use the Lenten array should not be affected by this change from violet to rose, but in practice many of them use rose vestments on this Sunday, even if there is a Lenten array.

WEEKDAYS IN LENT have their own propers, which are preferred over minor feasts. Minor feast days may be commemorated by using the collect of the feast to conclude the Prayers of the People.

MAJOR FEAST DAYS (St. Matthias, 24 February; St. Joseph, 19 March; Annunciation, 25 March) take precedence over Lenten Weekdays, except that they are transferred to Monday if they fall on Sunday, and if they occur during Holy Week they will be kept during the Second Week of Easter.
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
