Eastertide Notes
The 1979 Prayer Book has restored the ancient tradition of observing Eastertide for fifty days. Ascension Day is within Eastertide and not the beginning of another season. Therefore the former custom of extinguishing the Paschal Candle during the Gospel reading on Ascension Day at the words "he was parted from them" should no longer be observed. The Paschal Candle should be extinguished after the last service on Pentecost, at the same time as the other candles, whether that service is the Eucharist, Evening Prayer, or Compline.

The rubrics of the Prayer Book call for the Paschal Candle to burn at all services through Pentecost. There is no authority, however, for insisting that it burn continuously for 50 days, or that its light be preserved by transferring it to a sanctuary lamp before being extinguished. It is sufficient to light it early, before worshipers arrive, and extinguish it late, after they depart, at any service, or to keep if burning all morning on Sunday if there are several services.

When the Paschal Candle is removed from its prominent location in the church after Pentecost, it is appropriate to keep it in the baptistery and use it for both baptisms and funerals throughout the year.

All the weekdays of Easter Week have appointed propers, which must be used on the assigned day, and no other feast day may be celebrated. Major feast days, such as Annunciation, 25 March, and St. Mark, 25 April, which may come in Easter Week, should be transferred to the week following the Second Sunday of Easter. Ordinarily, minor feast days which occur in Easter Week are omitted, but a parish or community may have a special reason for observing one or more of them, so provision is made for them also to be transferred to the week following the Second Sunday of Easter.

For weekdays which occur between the Second Sunday of Easter and Pentecost, please see the notes in document 1615.

Pentecost concludes the celebration of Easter. The season of Whitsuntide, which was formerly a season of the church year which occurred between Pentecost and Trinity Sunday, is no longer part of the calendar of this church. For practical reasons, this book includes a section of moveable feasts outside of Eastertide, beginning at 1700, but they should not be interpreted as a separate season.
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
