Lesser Feasts and Fasts provides propers for all the weekdays of Eastertide.  However, unlike Lenten weekdays, these propers do not take precedence over minor feast days.  They are suggested only for days for which no other proper is given, as an alternative to repeating the proper of Sunday.

Lesser Feasts and Fasts does not assign specific collects to specific days.  There is a rotating cycle of collects, and it is assumed that the celebrant will assign the next collect in turn only on vacant days.  However, to leave the collect unassigned was not in keeping with the format of this book.  The editor, therefore, has assigned collects to specific days.  The user is advised that the collects for the weekdays in Eastertide represent the choice of the editor and not the authority of the Church, so the user is free to select a different collect.

Beginning on Saturday in Easter Week and continuing throughout Eastertide, the Rite I English propers will show an Alleluia after the first lesson in place of a Gradual, in keeping with the tradition of The Anglican Missal and pre‑Vatican II Roman Catholic sources.  In propers which contain only one lesson before the Gospel, two Alleluia verses are used, but the double "Alleluia" is omitted from the second one.

The propers for the Rogation Days are no longer included as weekdays in Eastertide, but are given as Votives in Book 6.  Although they are not specifically assigned to the Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday of the Sixth Week of Easter, there is no reason why they could not be used on those days if desired.
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
