Moveable Feasts: Notes
The propers in this section are not part of Eastertide, but they are given special treatment because the time for their observance depends on the date of Easter, and they cannot logically be placed with the numbered propers after Pentecost.

Weekdays in Pentecost Week which have no assigned proper will use one of the numbered propers (1‑5) after Pentecost.  However, in this book only Monday and Tuesday are without assigned propers.

If a numbered proper is used, the liturgical color is green.  The Ember Days, which are observed on Wednesday, Friday, and Saturday, are violet.  The First Book of Common Prayer is white.  Any other days which may fall in this week will be assigned the customary liturgical color.  Red is no longer the assigned color for Pentecost Week, since Pentecost is now the last day of Eastertide, and not the beginning of a new season.

The First Book of Common Prayer is assigned to a weekday in Pentecost Week.  Although there seems to be a preference for assigning it to Monday, the editor has preferred to assign it to Thursday, since that day is an open day between two Ember Days.

Weekdays after Trinity Sunday will also use one of the numbered propers (2‑6) after Pentecost.

The Solemnity of Corpus Christi and the Feast of the Sacred Heart are given in this book on their traditional days, Thursday after Trinity Sunday, and Friday after the Second Sunday after Pentecost, respectively.  It should be noted that these are optional observances which are not in the calendar of this Church.
