Lenten Notes
Lent may begin as early as 4 February or as late as 10 March.  The suggested changes in the liturgy during the Lenten season are as follows:
Gloria in Excelsisis omitted during Lent, except on Maundy Thursday, where special directions are given.
The Prayer over the People(The book of occasional services (1991), p. 22‑23; Ritual para ocasiones especiales (1990) p. 28‑30) may be added before the Blessing.  Following the Postcommunion Collect, the Celebrant turns to the people and says, "Let us pray."  The Deacon (or Celebrant, if there is no Deacon) says "Bow down before the Lord."  The People kneel, and the Celebrant, facing the people and extending both hands over them, says the prayer.  It is followed immediately by the short form of blessing and the dismissal.
Weekdays in Lenthave their own propers, which are preferred over minor feasts.  Minor feast days may be commemorated by using the collect of the feast to conclude the Prayers of the People.
Major Feast Days(St. Matthias, 24 February; St. Joseph, 19 March; Annunciation, 25 March) take precedence over Lenten Weekdays, except that they are transferred to Monday if they fall on Sunday, and if they occur during Holy Week they will be kept during the Second Week of Easter.
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
