Eastertide Notes
Included among the propers for use in Eastertide are all feast days which occur after 16 March, the earliest date of Palm Sunday.  Feast days which occur in Holy Week and Easter Week may not be celebrated in those weeks.  In the case of major feasts, such as St. Joseph (19 March), Annunciation (25 March), and St. Mark (25 April), it is customary to transfer them to the week following the Second Sunday of Easter.  Normally minor feast days which fall during these two weeks are omitted from the calendar in that year, but the editor considered that any of the feast days so affected may be special to some congregation or community, so provision is made for transferring any or all of them to the week following the Second Sunday of Easter, if desired.

A proper is provided in Book Two for every weekday in Eastertide.  However, these propers are to be used on vacant days only.  Unlike Lenten Weekdays, they do not take precedence over minor feast days.  The major and minor feast days in this section are to be used on the appointed day, provided it is not a Sunday, and it is after the Second Sunday of Easter.  Propers for weekdays in Eastertide appointed in Book Two may be used on other days.
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
