Thematic Propers from Lesser Feasts and Fasts
Lesser Feasts and Fasts 1997 introduced two possible lectionaries for use on the weekdays after the Epiphany and Pentecost, which also are included in Lesser Feasts and Fasts 2000. One is called AA Two-Year Weekday Eucharistic Lectionary@, which is adapted from the Book of Alternative Services of the Anglican Church of Canada, though ultimately it is based on the Roman Catholic weekday lectionary. This lectionary was incorporated into to propers for the Sundays after the Epiphany and Pentecost in this book. The other possibility, which is called AA Six-Week Eucharistic Lectionary with Daily Themes and Suggested Collects,@ adapted from Weekday Readings, a daily lectionary authorized by the 1994 General Convention, could not easily be adapted to the plan of this book, and so has been included in this final section.

There are thirty-six propers intended for use on weekdays after the Epiphany and the Day of Pentecost, each one with its own theme. The suggested collect is taken from another source in the Prayer Book, and in some cases there is a choice between two possible collects. To this basic outline, this book adds the traditional anthems and prayers taken from other sources. Because these propers are not intended for use in Lent and Eastertide, no alternative anthems for use in those seasons have been provided. No proper preface is appointed because these are not used on weekdays in these seasons, though the Preface of the Epiphany (but not of the Lord=s Day) may be used on weekdays in the season after the Epiphany.
