Appendix One: The Anthems

Part D: Alleluias

Alleluias
The Alleluia, also known as the Gospel Acclamation, forms part of the proper of the Eucharist, except during Lent, when it may be replaced by the Tract or omitted entirely.  It consists of "Alleluia" sung by a cantor, then repeated by the full choir (and congregation), followed by a verse sung by the cantor, or responsively between cantor and choir or congregation, followed by "Alleluia" sung by the full choir, or by the congregation.

In Rite I, following the pre-Vatican II Roman usage, two Alleluias are used in Eastertide, the first one replacing the Gradual.  If there is no intervening lesson, they are sung as one piece, but are treated separately in this appendix.

In Rite II, the choice of Alleluias is usually based on GP, or, if a proper is not found in GP, then on MR.  GP does not appoint specific Alleluias for Sundays in Ordinary Time, but leaves the choice to the user.  Leaving out the Alleluia was not in keeping with the format of this book, so MR was used as the basis for Alleluias for Sundays in Ordinary Time.

The table of comparisons in this appendix treats Rite I and Rite II as separate uses. If an Alleluia verse is used in Rite I, this use is compared to three sources which correspond to Rite I: AM (Anglican Missal), GR (Graduale Romanum), and MM (Traditional Anthems of the Eucharist by Mason Martens). (In some cases additional information is provided under GR with comparisons to OZ (Ordo Cantus Missæ) and GT (Graduale Triplex) if the comparison produced significant information. If an Alleluia verse is used in Rite II, it is compared to two sources which correspond to Rite II, GP (Gradual Psalms and Alleluia Verses for the Church Year) and MR (Missale Romanum cum Lectionibus).
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
