Part L: Canticles

Canticles
A Canticle is a hymn of praise, usually from a biblical text.  It may be a song composed as a whole and attributed to a single person, such as the Magnificat, or it may be a composite of verses from several passages, such as the Pascha nostrum.  Three Canticles in BCP, Gloria in excelsis, Te Deum laudamus, and Φς λαρv, are not from Scripture.   BCP appoints 18 Canticles for use at the daily offices; BOS appoints one additional Canticle for the office of Tenebrae; SL appoints two more Canticles for experimental use at Morning and Evening Prayer, for a total of 21.  There are also additional Canticles in other sources.  No attempt has been made to catalog them all.  Not all of the available Canticles will occur in this book; one additional Canticle is used, which is drawn from Roman Catholic use.

In this appendix, Canticles are transcribed as they appear in their classical source.  In the text, however, they are used in the same form as they appear in the Prayer Book.  Therefore, in the appendix, color printing is used to indicate verses which appear only in the classical source and not in English or Spanish texts.
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
