Miscellaneous Anthems
Some of the anthems used in this book do not fit into any of the preceding categories.  Either they are of a type and pattern which has a name, but the name is not generally known, such as Lucernarium (anthem at the candle-lighting), Confractorium (anthem at the breaking of the bread), or Kontakion (a hymn of the Greek Church with special uses); or else they are unique, such as the Reproaches (Popule meus) of the Good Friday liturgy, or the Exsultet of the Easter Vigil.  Any anthem in this book which is identified by a heading not previously covered, or by the word "Anthem" will be found in the following section.

In the Latin and Greek texts which follow, green type is used to identify portions of the text which are not included in the English and Spanish translations.
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
